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B What does it mean to file an income tax return?

Filing an income tax return means calculating the amount of income you earned over the one-year period from
January 1to December 31, as well as the amount of tax for this sum, and reporting these amounts to the tax office.
Filing income tax returns also includes the procedures for paying income tax and for receiving a refund if you paid
too much tax.

B When do I file my income tax return?
File your income tax return the following year during the one-month period from February 16 to March 15.

B Who needs to file income tax returns?

People who own their own business, such as farmers or freelancers, must file income tax returns. In general, people
who work for a company and receive a salary do not have to file income tax returns.

However in certain cases, such as if your yearly salary is more than 20 million yen, or if you receive salary from two or
more places, you must file an income tax return.
