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Free/Low-Priced Medical Examinations and Treatment
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For people who have a hard time affording medical examinations, there is a way to get them for free or at a low price. People
who qualify are those who are unable to go to a medical institution for financial reasons (e.g. they are unemployed, they are
homeless, they are “internet café refugees,” they have very low income, they are victims of domestic violence, they are foreign
residents, etc.).

The Kagawaken Saiseikai Hospital and the Takamatsu Heiwa Hospital are both medical facilities in Kagawa that offer these
services. In order to qualify you must first hold an initial consultation with one of the hospitals, and then you must apply, have
an interview, and undergo a screening to see if you are eligible.

The standards for screenings vary according to hospital, so please verify the details with the hospitals by contacting them at
the phone numbers listed below.

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The JLPT is conducted every July and December. The July test, which has up until now only included levels N1 through N3,
will include all five levels as of the July 2011 test. This year’s test will be held on Sunday July 3, and Sunday December 4.
The test-taking guidelines for July will be available in mid-March and can be purchased at major bookstores throughout the
country for 500 yen.

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April is the season for students transferring to and entering schools. Here, we will be introducing the procedures for enrolling
students in public elementary and junior high schools. In Japan, students who turn 7 years old between April 2nd of the current
year and April 1st of the next year begin elementary school that April and attend classes there for six years. Students who turn
13 years old between April 2nd of the current year and April 1st of the next year begin junior high school that April and attend
classes there for three years.

Parents/guardians of the children who will be enrolling first submit their intention to enroll to the Board of Education of the
town in which they live. The child’s passport and inkan stamp must be presented at that time. Later, the written notification of
the student’s enrollment is mailed to the parents/guardians, who must then complete the enrollment procedures at the school.

Classes at public elementary and junior high schools are provided free of charge. Textbooks used at the school are also
provided free of charge, but there are school lunch and grade-level supplies fees that must be paid monthly. However, if the
local Board of Education deems that a household would have a hard enough time paying these fees that the child would not be
able to enroll, then they can provide financial support for paying these fees.
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Spring has finally arrived and that means it will be Easter soon! Easter is a
popular spring holiday in many English speaking countries. It is originally a
Christian holiday, but now there are many ways for everyone to celebrate.
Easter is celebrated on the Sunday following the first full moon after the
vernal equinox. This year, in 2011, Easter is on April 24th.

One important character of Easter that children love is the Easter Bunny.
Similar to Santa Claus on Christmas, on Easter day, it' s said that the Easter
Bunny brings Easter Baskets full of candy and toys to kids. There are also
Easter eggs hidden in the basket.

So what' s an Easter Egg? An Easter Egg is an egg which is an important
symbol of Easter! They come in many designs and sizes. Some are simple
and some are very extravagant. There are colored hardboiled eggs, plastic
eggs with money or candy inside, and even ostrich eggs covered with gold
and diamonds!

One of my favorite memories of Easter as a child was joining an Easter Egg
hunt. An Easter Egg hunt is similar to a treasure hunt that is held in a park,
garden, or field. Someone (probably the Easter Bunny) hides eggs and then
many kids run around and search to find eggs and put them _
in their Easter Basket. Usually the eggs are hardboiled {

eggs, and you can eat them after you find them! But if they
are plastic eggs, they probably don’ t taste very good.

Another favorite memory from my childhood Easter was coloring Easter
Eggs with my family! It's very fun and easy to do, so why not try it this year
for Easter?

How to make Easter Eggs

I made Easter eggs as a child countless times. We always boiled the eggs first and
then colored them.  There is another method where you shake a raw egg very
hard, make a small hole in the top and bottom with a pin, and then drain middle out
by lightly blowing in the top hole. This method is good for adding decorations, but
for children, the hard-boiled egg method is best.

Ingredients
boiled eggs, vinegar, food coloring (paste dye works better than liquid dye)

(DMix about 20 drops of coloring with 1 tsp. of vinegar.

(@Add 1/2c. of hot water to the mix in step 1.

(@Wait for the mix from step 2 to reach room temperature.

@Repeat this process for the desired number of colors you want to make.
Feel free to experiment with mixing colors.

(BPut an egg on a spoon and carefully place itin the dye. The longer
you leave the egg in, the deeper the color will be, so plan accordingly.
Once the egg has turned the color you like, remove from the dye and
dry witha paper towel.

How to make designs

1. Before coloring the egg, place tape on the egg. The color will not change where
the tape is applied so you can make shapes like a heart which will stay white.
Stickers work well too.

2.Before coloring, place rubber bands around the egg to create stripes.

3.Draw designs with a crayon before coloring and that part will stay white.
